ii) How often are stocks of SALW held by armed forces, police and other
authorized bodies reviewed? (11.18)

Armed forces: Tiife/309 Reg nation contains the control/supervision
activities to be carried out on cilferent military commander levels. Guard
commanders have to check tteir weapons and ammunitions every 24
hours. Platoon leaders have to carry out this supervision activity every 2
weeks, Company commanders cvery 2 months, Battalion cornmanders
- every 3 months. Moreover, a comprehensive inventory supervision activity
has to be carried out each year.

Police: Daily checking of existing stocks and yearly checking of stocks
based on the ,Matrix of Equipment Requirements”.

iii) How are those stocks of SALW he:ld by armed forces, police and other authorized
bodies that are surplus to requirements identified? (1.18) -

Armed Forces: The equipment and mateﬂal requirements of the military

units are determined in the equipment tables, inventory catalogues and
norm lists. The stockpile planning’ policies and calculation charts are laid

p
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down in the Chief of General Stzfi’ Directives (recent number is 01/2008),
the basis of this document Is the NATO Stockpile Planning Guidance.
Based on the above mentionxd documents, military units complete
inventory reports annually. The Joint Force Command (JFC) summarizes
the reports. If the stock of a partizular item is higher than the determined
military need and reserve, the JFZ sends a surplus list to the MoD. After
supervision by appointed MoD organizations, the Minister of Defence has
the right to adjudicate that tte particular item is surplus to military
requirements. At MoD level, there is an office in charge of deciding on
whether to dispose or to sell the s irplus material/equipment.

6. Collection and disposal

established and implemented for the responsiblte disposal of surplus stocks
of SALW held by armed forces, paice and other authorized bodies.

Armed Forces: In 2004, the Ministry of Defence and the General Staff
decided on launching the disposa' of surplus military ammunition stocks.
Between 2004 and 2009, over 15,000 tons of surplus ammunition (from
small arms to artiflery), missile, mine and explosive stocks were disposed
by national industrial dismaniling companies. The companies were
selected by tenders on the basis of detailed requirement lists. The
selected dismantling companies had to be in possession of all the
determined  permissions,  clea-ances, personnel. and equipment
prerequisites, approved technilogical documents and inspection
regulations, , ‘

Police and Hungarian Prison Service: A disposal program does not exist in
the case of the Police and the Hunjarian Prison Service, '

i) Is destruction the means used to dispose of such stocks? (I1.18)

Armed Forces: The surplus military ammunition disposal means
dismantling activities. The technological process comprises safety actions
to prevent the recovering of the ammunition in its original form (damage
of the cartridge case, burning of *he gun-powder etc.).

Police and Hungarian Prison Se-vice: The part of the surplus of stocks
which is suitable for further usaje is put up for sale in line with national
and international trade regulations. The surplus of stocks which is
unmarketable or which is not suitable for further usage is melted down in
suitable smelters. r o

iil) What national measures exist to safeguard such stocks prior to their
disposal? (11.18) :
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Armed Forces: The surplus we:gon-ammunition stocks are stored in the
Central Supply Centres; these military facilites are guarded continuously.
The ammunition disposals are carried out in military facilities; in the
former ammunition refurbishient plants rented by the industrial
dismantling companies. Amonj the prerequisites of the dismantling
activity, inter alia, were the seit'ng up of safe storage sites/bulidings as
well as the provision of continuous technical and guard security by the
industrial companies. :

Police and Hungarian Prison Service: There is no national-level regulation
in the case of the Hungarian Folice or the Hungarian Prison Service,
safeguarding happens on the vasis of internal regulations (Sez matrix

Armed. Forces: The Hungarian Defence Forces (HDF) disposal activities
covered the military surplus stocks. The HDF is not responsible for
confiscated, seized SALW destru:tion.

Police and Hungarian Prison Service: No. In case of SALW not specifically
put up for destruction (for example by way of a final judicial act) the
equipment is returned to the ow.aer or can be sold.
