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Introduction:
The Islamic Republic of Iran because of its location in a region of tension and
conflicts which is also considered as a meeting point of illegal activities such as illicit
trade in small arms and light weapons (SALW), organized crimes, terrorism and drug
trafficking, has always incurred lots of damages arising from such activities.
Therefore, in line with the implementation of the Programme of Action to Prevent,
Combat and Eradicate the Illicit Trade in Small Arms and Light Weapons (PoA), the
Islamic Republic of Iran has never spared and would never spare any effort to combat
such illegal activities including to prevent and eradicate the illicit trade in SALW and
has so far issued 3 national reports on the implementation of the United Nations PoA
in 2003, 2005 and 2008.
The Islamic Republic of Iran believes that progress for implementation of the PoA
requires adoption of a comprehensive approach which shall include all aspects of the
PoA.
The Islamic Republic of Iran is also of the opinion that establishment of the
international peace and security, to a large extent, relates to the efforts made for
eradication of illicit arms trade including illegal trade in SALW. These efforts shall,
by no means, prejudice rights of States for manufacturing, importing, exporting and
possessing SALW  for the purposes of self defence and fulfillment of their security
needs as the inalienable rights of all States, according to the Article 51 of the UN
Charter.

- The “Law to Intensify Penalties for Smuggling Arms and Ammunition”
adopted in 1971 by the Iranian parliament.
