There is National legislation on firearms that control the acts of manufacturer transfer but obsolete under the process of amendment.   Besides the criminal law of Ethiopia penalize for illegal manufacture. Regarding the marking and recorded keeping due to making machine still we do not mark small arms. All laws, regulations and decrees are published at the time of their adoption in the  Nergarti  gazette Official Journal of law .
