Attachment of Note Verbale dated 27 March 2008 by the Permanent Mission of the State of Qatar (ref. QUN/08-)

The State of Qatar has promulgated law no. 14 of the year 1999, which regulates the acquisition, possession and trade in weapons and ammunitions.  This law restricts the licensing authority to the Minister of the Interior.  In Article 9, the law sets the required conditions to be met by an applicant for a permit to acquire and possess a weapon in order to ensure proper handling and safe use of the weapon. It also sets the required conditions to be met by an applicant for a permit to import, trade in, or repair weapons.  Trade in light weapons by individuals is prohibited.  In addition, the Qatar Armed Forces and the Security Forces maintain policies that regulate dealing with these weapons in a manner that ensures their safety. There is no mechanism for branding small arms and light weapons in the State of Qatar, and the manufacturer's etching along with a foolproof national system of records, audit and inspection, is considered sufficient.  It is worth mentioning that weapons in any form are not manufactured in the State of Qatar, and that no stores in the State of Qatar sell weapons.
